You may manually increase or decrease the number of
pages for the Qtabs and SNotes at any time by clicking on
the Set Pages icon. This will bring up the Set Pages dialog
box, in which you may use the spinners to set the number
of pages wide and tall for each.

In the Example shown, If you were to use the Set Pages
option to reduce the number of pages wide from the
existing 3 to 2, all information on Page 3 and Page 6
would be permanently deleted.
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Likewise, if you were reduce the number of pages tall
from the existing 2 to 1, all information on Page 4, Page 5
and Page 6 would be permanently deleted.
