1 2 Construction
Keep westbound HOV lane on 
Eastside open during construction.  

Transit 
Ensure convenient bus connections to Sound 
Transit’s light rail station at Husky Stadium.

Bicycle/Pedestrian Access
Provide good connections to existing 
bike trails on both sides of the lake. 
Consider a bike-only ramp off SR 520 
to Madison Park. Evaluate options to 
connect to regional path system.

HOV
Make corridor reliable for transit. 
Include “inside” HOV lanes. Keep 
transit stops on the corridor.  Provide 
areas for transfers from local to 
regional buses. 

Transit stops
Improve transit stop 
waiting environment.
Commute
Make the corridor 
more reliable.

Access
Maintain access 
for emergency and 
utility vehicles during 
construction.

The 4-, 6-, and 8-lane 
alternatives each received 
varying levels of support
and opposition.
