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Pontoons

What are bridge pontoons?

* Bridge pontoons are large, hollow
concrete structures that float deep in
the water and support the weight of
the roadway

* Built off-site, pontoons are floated
to the bridge location and joined
together to form the foundation of the
floating bridge

* New SR 520 pontoons will be wider
and deeper than existing pontoons
to support a larger bridge with
shoulders, a bicycle/pedestrian path,
and future high-capacity transit
