Notice: Retaining wall and noise berm construction
continues this summer and fall

The Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) and its contractor, Flatiron Constructors,
are currently working to complete improvements on [-405 between NE 6th Street in Bellevue and 1-5 in
Lynnwood. The project includes construction of a new noise berm, two retaining walls to support the
noise berm, and a stormwater detention pond near your home.

Construction crews have been working for several months clearing trees and vegetation along the
WSDOT right of way (ROW) to make room for these new improvements. This preparatory work is nearly
complete. Next, crews will excavate and pour the concrete retaining wall foundations beginning as early
as the week of August 12. Construction of the new retaining walls, noise berm and stormwater pond will
continue through the fall.

Neighbors closest to the
noise berm will
experience the greatest
reductions in noise.

What should | expect during upcoming construction activities?

Construction activities will take place during daytime and nighttime hours, Monday through Friday,
depending on the type of work being completed. Although not currently planned, schedule demands may
require occasional weekend work. The majority of excavation work will take place during the day, while
backfilling and placing the prefabricated wall panels will occur during the night.

Neighbors can expect to hear noise during this
work related to:

e Excavators, concrete trucks and cranes
used to build the foundation and build
up the wall.

e Safety backup alarms on mobile
equipment.

e Construction crews and equipment
entering and exiting the work zone at
the south end of the property via
NE 145th Street.

The retaining walls will have an ashlar stone finish, similar to
the wall in the above photograph.

Thank you for your patience during construction. Good news: This work will help to reduce noise from

1-405 in your neighborhood.
